The employment effects extend beyond the home
building industry. About half of the jobs are in construction,
with the other 50 percent creating employment
opportunities in industries ranging from production and
sales of home furnishings to service providers such as real
estate attorneys and landscapers.
Those 100 new homes also provide the community
with additional, annualkyecurring impacts of $3.1 million
in local income, $743,000 in taxes and other revenue for
local governments, and 53 local jobs.
The income earned from construction activity is
spent and recycled in the local economy, and the new
homes that are built become occupied by residents who pay
taxes and buy locally produced goods and services. Those
tax revenues help pay for a wide range of government
services, including local school teachers, police departments
and road repairs.
In order to accommodate population growth and
necessary replacement of older homes, however, arlong
trend of approximately 1.7 million new homes a year is
needed. Yet as of February 2011, the annual projection for
housing starts stood at less than 500,000.
